Said [G-d to Abraham]: “In 
what you want that your 
descendants will descend, in 
the Hell or in the Kingdoms?” 
Rab Chanina bar Pappa said: 
“Abraham chose the 
Kingdoms”. Rabbi Yudan and 
Rabbi Idi and Rabbi Chamah 
bar Chaninoh said: “Abraham 
chose the Hell and the Holy 
One, Blessed be Him, chose the 
Kingdoms, this is what is 
written: ‘…if not that their 
Rock had sold them out, and G-
d had delivered them’. We 
learn from this that the Holy 
One, Blessed be Him accepted 
his words”. Rab Huna in the 
name of Rab Acha said: “So it 
was, our forefather Abraham 
was sitting and thinking all that 
day and said: ‘What should I 
choose, the Hell or the 
Kingdoms?’ Said the Holy 
One, Blessed be Him to him: 
‘Abraham! Cut that pain from 
your heart’” [Midrash Rabbah 
Bereishis paragraph 44].   
 
And based on this Midrash, 
explained the righteous genius 
Mahari”t of blessed memory, 
that what is written in the 
Talmudic tractate of Tomid 
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(p.32a) that the Sages said 
about the wicked that have 
government “the Satan wan” 
and explained Rabbi Gershom 
‘the light of the exile’ and these 
are his words: “Don’t be 
surprised about this that the 
Satan wins because he fools 
them and gives them 
redemption and in the end they 
descend to Hell”. And the 
intention of Rabbi Gershom 
‘the light of the exile’ 
according to the above Midrash 
about Abraham that chose the 
exile instead of Hell and since 
the wicked took a redemption 
and a kingdom and don’t have 
exile it follows that they will 
inherit and descend to the Hell. 
 
In the time of the Exodus from 
Egypt, Moses strengthens the 
masses of Jews about the future 
redemption, soon in our days, 
Amen. 
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Said Moses to the Jews: “Did 
you see all these miracles that 
the Holy One, Blessed be Him, 
made for us? So he is going to 
make in the time that He will 
redeem the Jews”. Because so 
said our Sages: “Three days 
before the Messiah will come, 
will Eliyohu come first and will 
stand on Mount Sinai and will 
shout with bitterness and will 
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cry and yell and mourn over 
them and will say: ‘Until when 
will be destroyed?’ And the 
sound of his cries will be heard 
from one end of the world to 
the other, and afterwards will 
come in peace, as it is written: 
‘How pleasant are the footsteps 
of the herald upon the 
mountains announcing peace, 
heralding good tidings, 
announcing salvation…’” 
[Midrash Vayoisho].

Who waited for Chananioh, 
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Mishoeil and Azarioh to come 
out from the fire? Who waited 
the Jews in the time of Homon 
to be saved? The Holy One, 
Blessed is Him. Who waits for 
the exiles to be for renown and 
for praise? Who waits for the 
fallen booth of Dovid that will 
rise? The Holy One, Blessed is 
Him. As it is written: “On that 
day I will raise up the fallen 
booth of Dovid…” [Midrash 
Rabbah Bereishis paragraph
